Discussion Guide: 
For this series, we recommend using the Luke for Everyone Study Guide by N.T. 
Wright. This study is designed for Christians of all backgrounds and helps deepen our 
understanding of Luke and our encounter with Jesus.  We’re offering free discussion 
guides for leaders using Wright’s study. You can pick up a copy at the Mill Run front 
desk. Your group members might want to get their own copies, available on Amazon 
for about $8.

How to Use the Discussion Guide:
•	 Start with a reflection from Wright
•	 Read the Scripture together
•	 Ask the discussion questions (feel free to pick a few in advance)
•	 End with a prayer prompt tied to the study
If your group wants to dive deeper, members can buy their own guide for personal 
study, which often leads to richer discussions. But don’t worry if your group can’t 
commit to this level of prep!
