ACTIVITIES
Assist with various activities such as the jewelry
making station, karaoke, etc.

an extra hand is needed. Also assist with water
stations so that they are continuously stocked.

FLOWERS

Assist florist with unloading and properly laying
out corsages and boutonnieres. Help guests
select and pin on their flowers.

FOOD PREP

Assist team leader with food prep, food
unloading, and food preparation along with set
up of food.
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FOOD SERVICE
Serve food in main event space and Respite Room
and refill food warmers, snacks, and drinks.

GIFT TAKEAWAY
Manage and help each guest collect their favor
and gift bag.

GUEST REGISTRATION

Warmly greet guests, sign them in, give them their
name tag or lanyard, and answer any questions
they may have. Help guests connect with their
honored guest for the evening.

HAIR, MAKEUP

MEDICAL

SENSORY ROOM

Spend time with honored guests who may

be experiencing over-stimulation from the
excitement of the event, interact with them

by participating in sensory activities, singing,
listening to calming music, or simply providing
quiet space.

SET-UP
Assist with set up of the environment the day
before and day of the event.

TEAR DOWN

Assist with tear down and resetting of all spaces
used as parts of the event is completed, and at the
conclusion of the event.
